Jon Pauna presented a map of area and proposal for water, sewer and a road with costs.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Zitzow to approve to amend the removal of lot line between lots 3 and 4 in block 1 of the Sunny Oaks Addition with the owners filing information with the County. Motion passed unanimously.
