Monday, October 7, 2013 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, October 07, 2013, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: Shawn Day.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee Forum, Tom (Digger) Anderson and Tyanne Jacobson. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Zitzow to accept agenda with the following additions: 140 E Elm, Shed, Tourism Meeting and AED grant.

Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve the minutes of the September 4, 2013 and September 11, 2013 meetings.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to approve the following construction permits: 106 E Elm St, re-shingle; 316 Frazee Ave, re-shingle and 140 E Elm St-Shed.  Motion passed unanimously.

Peloquin reviewed a Fire Escrow Account.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve resolution Fire Escrow Account with the CDH-Board approving Fire Chief as executor.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Goodman reviewed planning commission report.   
Peloquin stated that this Fire Escrow Account is for Fire insurance only for fires and explosion.

Lammers reviewed Event Center report.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to purchase 500 brochures of the one that lists the miles.  Motion passed unanimously.
DuFrane informed Council the water tower was cleaned after 6 years and it was very dirty and we may need to clean it in about 4 years next time.  Hydrants have been flushed for the fall.  Discussed tarring areas in the community from Howards and Anderson, the price is approximately the same between the two companies but they use a different type of asphalt.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to have Anderson Brothers does paving for $3,600 due to quality of asphalt.  Motion passed unanimously.

Discussed alleys with washouts.  

Mayor’s minute informed the Council  hosting the Mayor’s meeting with 20+ people coming to Vergas.  Haarstick was in St. Paul this last weekend and noticed how often the trails are being used.  
Personnel committee met with Julie Lammers regarding having cell phones being owned by the City instead of stipped.  DuFrane stated we are more than willing to work with the community club in any way we can.   Peloquin stated with can get a liability wiaver from community club before taking down the.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to allow employees to take down.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Discussed moving the Clerk position to an Administrative position.  Discussed difficulties with the personnel committee and having someone organization of the employees.  Personnel committee feels that Tyanne needs a Golf Cart for hauling things around.  Discussed need for pickup instead of golf cart.  Personnel committee will review.  
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve bills presented to Council for a total of $.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $. Motion passed unanimously.
Discussed $25,000 that was not transferred to the City in 2012.  Motion by Zitzow to reimburse City from the Liquor store over the next 6 months.  Motion died for lack of second.
