REGULAR MEETING

Monday, March 10, 2014 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, March 10, 2014, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Keith Bunkowske and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Liquor Store Manager Tasha Osman, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, TyAnne Jacobson, Rodney Pederson, Nancy Hoore and Jean Gundberg. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Bunkowske to accept agenda with the following deletions: vehicles on City Streets.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve the minutes of the February 10, 2014 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Bunkowske to approve construction permits: 460 Pelican Ave for roof, soffit, handrail, doors and windows and 124 E Main Street for doors, insulation, ADA ramp and cement slab.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to pass Resolution 2014-018 and Resolution 2014-019  titled Accepting Donations Received (A Complete text of these  resolutions are  part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) from Enchanting Events and Barb Goodman Memorial for the Event Center.   Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to allow Lion’s 1-4 day permit for March 15, 2014.   Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Haarstick reviewed policy and procedures of finding answers for Council and City employees.    Rodney Pederson questioned what the most likely place would be to freeze.  Discussed effects of running water and what City is going to do with the utility bills. Water and Sewer committee will put together a policy for our next council meeting.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to wave late fee for bills due in March and April.  Motion passed unanimously.  Zitzow asked Council members to give recommendations to committee about they would like to see in the policy.  Pinke stated he would like to share half the cost and Bunkowske agreed.   

Jon Pauna reviewed Capital Improvement Plan and asked Council to review with recommendations to City Office for approval after Planning Commission members respond with their answers.  
Discussed Conditional Use Permit for Merl Kvam who has applied for commercial use in a residential zoned area.  He would like to build a storage unit on his property.  Planning Commission recommends to Council to have a public hearing on Wednesday, April 9, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. Motion by Zitzow to have a public hearing on April 9 at 6:00 p.m.  Motion died for lack of second.  

Lammers reviewed Event Center Advisory report.  Explaining the committee has been talking with BHH Partners regarding the remodeling of the center and would like to proceed with phase one of their proposal.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Bunkowski to approve spending the $6,200.00 for Event Center schematic design form BHH  Partners.  Motion passed unanimously.    

Public Utilities Superintendent explained he has just attended MN Rural Water School and they are pushing forward for to have everyone to have iPAd’s as they have developed an application for them.  
Mayors will be gathering in St. Paul but they have not established a date.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to allow Haarstick to go to the capital with the Mayors Association.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Bunkowski for resolution 21014-020 regarding employee insurance (A Complete text of these  resolutions are  part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.).  Motion passed unanimously.

Discussed policy for use and maintenance of City Vehicles.  DuFrane explained there is a DOT book that has a log book.  Discussed who can ride in City Vehicles and Lammers will check with insurance company and bring policy back to next months meeting.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to allow Liquor Store Manager Tasha Osman to attend Minnesota Municipal Beverage Association  conference from May 18-20, 2014.   Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Bunkowske to move Tyanne Jacobson from step three to step four on the pay scale.  Tyanne stated all the things she does for the City and asked for a move to step five on the pay scale.  Council discussed employee and cost of giving a raise.  Voting Yes:  Zitzow Voting No: Pinke, Bunkowske and Haarstick.  Motion failed.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to give Tyanne Jacobson a raise from step three to step five.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow approve Liquor Store bills totaling $26,175.65. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve City bills totaling $13,644.84. Motion passed unanimously.

The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
