REGULAR MEETING

Monday, April 1, 2013 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, 4-01-13, in Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Shawn Day and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Liquor Store Manager Carol Sharp, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee Forum, Chris Thorson of Ulteig Engineering, Cindy Tommervik of Wi-Fly Wireless, Tyanne Jacobson and Ross Smith. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Day to accept agenda with the following additions grand opening and car stops.   Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Day, seconded by Pinke to approve the minutes of the March 4, 2013 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
Discussed the adoption of the 2013 portfolios in the January minutes the personnel committee was not included in minutes.  The personnel committee is Paul Pinke and Shawn Day.
Motion by Day, seconded by Zitzow accepting Resolution 2013-4 Accepting Donations Received (A

Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) From Sheila Bruhn to purchase chairs at the Event Center.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Day to accept Liquor License for Skal when the following is completed: background check and workers comp insurance. Motion passed unanimously.

Lammers reviewed minutes of the past Event Center advisory meetings. 250 chairs have been received and Event Center advisory board requests that we keep 150 folding chairs and 33 black chairs and sell the rest of the chairs at $5.00 apiece.  Motion by Day, seconded by Zitzow to sell 65 folding chairs and 125 plastic chairs at $5.00 apiece.  Motion passed unanimously.

Municipal Liquor Store building rental office was discussed and will continue to move forward hopefully having information to go to bid at next meeting.  

Zitzow explained that Liquor Store Manager has been asked by last year’s Liquor Store committee for a business plan by April.  Sharp stated she had not finished business plan and Council requested she get plan to current committee and they should present it to Council at May meeting.  
Pinke requested Council set a date for Municipal Building Open House; the open house should include City Office, Liquor Store and the Attic Shoppe.  Liquor Store committee will look into planning.
Pinke questioned when the City would be returning the curb stops them barrowed to stop vehicles from hitting the Municipal building.  Council asked DuFrane to look into cost of purchasing and talk with owner regarding when they are needed to be returned.  
WI-Fly Wireless was presented to Council asking if they would rent space on the water tower for wireless internet.  Motion by Day, seconded by Zitzow to move forward with reviewing contract with Wi-Fly Wireless with Peloquin reviewing contract negotiation.  Motion passed unanimously.
Peloquin reviewed administrative fine ordinance and said he would give more detailed information within the next 60-90 days.  Discussed having a committee to review options of police force to implement ordinances.  Compliance issues that were informally handled in the past cannot continue.  Zitzow and Goodman will be on the committee to work with Peloquin regarding ordinance.
Peloquin explained the recodification of the Vergas Basic Code.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to amend the ordinance book.  Motion passed unanimously.

Goodman reviewed planning commission report.  
DuFrane reported from de-brushing on Townline Road and W Lake Street.  DuFrane stated the need to start jetting 1/3 of the town this year and we should look at televising the sewer lines.  Council asked DuFrane to get numbers and what the benefits of televising.  DuFrane requested permission for him to get his weed control license.  Council asked DuFrane for costs of past spraying and cost of schooling.  DuFrane expressed that his pickup needs a tie rod and pitman arm.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to have pickup repaired for $498.98 from Vergas Auto Repair.  Voting yes:  Goodman, Pinke, and Day.  Abstain:  Zitzow.  Motion passed.  
DuFrane played MN Rural Water Association Video regarding Water Availability and Sewer Availability charges.  

Goodman reviewed the changes that the Council made at the last Council meeting in Water and Sewer Accessibility charges and considerations that Council could have looked at. The water and sewer committee will review.  Discussed changes in rates that took place at last month meeting.  

Engineering Firms will be presenting on Monday.

Hwy 228 committee will be meeting after the Mayor and Utilities Superintend meet with Rick West, Otter Tail County.

Mayors Minute stated New York Mills is the place for next Mayor’s meeting.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Day to approve Council Members to attend League of Minnesota Cities Annual Conference & Marketplace June 19-21, 2013 in St. Paul.  Motion passed unanimously.

Goodman reviewed there is a 90/10 grant for trails.  Chris Thorson reviewed grant and requirements.  Discussed grant requirements.  Asked to have information to Council at the special meeting on Monday after engineering firms present.  
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $24,726.89. Motion passed unanimously.  Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve bills presented at Council meetings for a total of $7,291.77.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to allow DuFrane and Jacobson to attend meeting MN Rural Water Association meeting on April 10, 2013.  Motion passed unanimously.

The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
