REGULAR MEETING

Monday, May 12, 2014 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, May 12, 2014, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Keith Bunkowske and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Meryl Kuam, Tom Olson, Nancy Jacobson and Tyanne Jacobson. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Bunkowske to accept agenda with the following additions: construction permit for 906 Old Detroit Road and Fitness Donation.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve the minutes of the April 14, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve construction permits: 271 W Linden St, 24x28 garage; 281 W Hill St, 16x24 lean to on back of garage; 215 E Frazee Ave, replace steel roof; 310 W Lake St, steel roof, vinyl windows, siding; 99 Railway Ave, roof, siding and windows; 310 S Pelican Ave, lean to on existing deck; 1025 E Scarf Ave, house and garage;  271 Linden St W, re-shingle house and existing garage; 611 Townline Road, new roof, siding, insulation; 860 E Scharf Ave, log siding on house; and 906 Old Fergus Road, shingle house and garage. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to approve grade and fill permit for 307-309 Park View Drive.  Motion passed unanimously.

Colleen Hoffman of Hoffman, Dale, Swenson auditing firm reported to the Council the 2013 Audit.  
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve Vergas Emergency Plan.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve Mutual Aid Agreement Resolution 2014-0022 (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.).  Motion passed unanimously.
Meryl Kuam questioned what Council wants for Vergas Growth.  He filled out a conditional use permit and was denied and wants to know what the City would like to see in Vergas.  Water rates are extremely high when you have more than one unit and would like to know if the City has plans to change the unit prices.  
Discussed request for Farmers Market in the park.   

Bunkowske discussed Railroad Crossing and the wait is continuing to be over 25 minutes and this is not good for City businesses.  Lammers explained that there is a state statue stating that trains cannot keep traffic stopped for more than 10 minutes.  Discussed safety issues of trains.  Haarstick will bring up this topic at the next Mayor’s meeting and Peloquin will review law.  
Goodman reviewed Planning Commission minutes.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by  
Pinke to approve Capital Improvement Plan.  Motion passed unanimously.
DuFrane reported that he is flushing hydrants these next two weeks.
Haarstick reviewed Vergas Trail Celebration and Battle Lake Trail Celebration on June 7, 2014.  
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to move Lammers from Step 7 to step 8 on the pay scale.  Motion passed unanimously.

Pinke explained the personnel committee has done the Liquor Store managers six months review.  
Nancy Jacobson stated that she has been doing swimming lessons in Vergas in the early 80’s.  Discussed the benefits from swimming lessons.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Bunkowske to pay her $35.00 per student and assistant for $11.00 an hour.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow approve Liquor Store bills totaling $28,084.36. Motion passed unanimously. 
Motion Pinke seconded by Zitzow to accept Resolution 2014-23 Accepting Donations Received (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) from Zumba Ladies for the Event Center.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve City bills totaling $81,476.03. Motion passed unanimously.

Tyanne reviewed the areas the Day of Caring accomplished.
