Absent: none. Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Bunkowske to accept agenda with the following additions: Sirens and following deletion: Vergas Trail.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve the minutes of the June 9 and June 24, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Goodman, seconded by Zitzow to approve construction permits: 105 E Main St, door, parking lot, 125 3rd Ave, re-shingle house, 137 E Main St, parking lot, building modifications, and 251 1st Ave N, wall and door. Voting yes: Goodman, Bunkowske and Zitzow.  Abstain: Pinke.  Motion carried.

Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve a one year lease for a new loader for $6,254.00.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to all allow DuFrane to attend MRWA Operator Equipment Expo on September 24, 2014 in Waconia, MN with the city paying for fee and allowing use of City truck but no hotel expenses.  Motion passed unanimously.
