REGULAR MEETING

Monday, August 11, 2014 6:15 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:15 p.m., on Monday, August 11, 2014 in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Keith Bunkowske and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Tyanne Jacobson, Candor Township Board, Karen Hill, Tj Tunski, Jeff Lormis, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A., Duane Strand and Bev Flateland.
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Goodman reviewed the Candor Township Annexation. Discussed changes from the draft the City presented Candor Township compared to the draft that Candor Township presented the City.  Item 2 was reviewed regarding review and comment by the Chief Judge; Steve Peloquin Attorney for the City of Vergas will discuss need to this with Troy Grilquest Attorney for Candor Township.  Discussed acreage change from 40.26 acres to 12.21 acres of land.  Agreed upon all 4026 acres to a part of the annexation.  Discussed Annexation prohibition from 6 years to 20 years.  Agreed upon 15 years.  They changed tax sharing chart form 1 year to spread out over 5 years, item 8 the planning and zoning lots annexed will be subject to City’s planning.  Decided to keep the Resolution of Disputes in the document.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve the resolution presented with the following changes; acreage to 40.26 acres, 15 years Annexation Prohibition, 5 years of tax sharing, City’s planning and zoning for annexed area and   add resolution of disputes and exhibit A to be as City provided with contingency of   Lawyers discussion on review and comments by the Chief Judge.  Motion passed unanimously.  Scheduled a Public hearing for the Annexation for the Second Monday of September at 6:00 p.m.  at the Candor Township Hall.  
Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Bunkowske to accept agenda.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve the minutes of July 14with the correction of the amount for fire truck changed from $31,000 to $3,100 and August 5, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve construction permits: 
Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve City bills totaling $66,536.01. Motion passed unanimously. 
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $93,317.51. Motion passed unanimously.
Bev Flateland requested permission to continue to hold Zumba classes on Tuesday and Thursday evenings for one hour starting at 5:15 pm for the winter. Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to allow Bev Flateland use of the Event Center free of charge for Zumba classes on Tuesday and Thursday for one hour only if the Event Center is not being used for a paying event. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Zitzow to approve Resolution 2014-026 enabling the establishment of an Economic Development Authority in the City of Vergas (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.)  Voting Yes: Zitzow, Pinke and Haarstick.  Voting No: Bunkowske and Goodman.  Motion passed.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to have a Public Hearing to discuss the Enabling Resolution on Tuesday, September 2, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Vergas Event Center.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke for the City of Vergas to waive the monetary limits on municipal tort liability established by Minnesota Statutes 466.06 accepting liability coverage limits of $1,000,000 on a single occurrence from the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust.  Motion passed unanimously.
Lammers noted that the Fair Housing Pamphlet was distributed to the Council Members.  The City of Vergas agrees with the provisions of the Fair housing Act that prohibit discrimination of on several bases when it comes to Fair Housing.  The pamphlet is available at the City Office.  
Goodman reviewed Planning Commission minutes.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve culvert appendix with a 12 foot minimum width of 12 feet.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Goodman, seconded by Zitzow to pass ordinance 2014-02 Regarding Construction of Approaches from City Streets (A Complete text of the ordinance is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.)  Motion passed unanimously.

Discussed adding a tar breakup fee of $350 to $1,000 for a deposit on all approaches.  The Utilities Superintendent will inspect street when permit is complete and deposit would be returned. Zitzow questioned why we did not have a deposit on the complete construction permit.  Peloquin will look into the legality of having a deposit on permits.

Bunkowske reviewed the Event Center advisory center meeting notes.

No report from Utilities Superintendent as he is on vacation.
Mayor Haarstick reviewed the past Mayors meeting in Elbow Lake and handed out pins from the League of MN Cities.

Lammers started she is currently working on the 2015 budget and would like all requests for purchases for next year to be given to her in the next few weeks.  Zitzow requested a Market Value Analyses for the past year be presented to Council.
The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
