Wednesday, September 4, 2013 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Wednesday, September 04, 2013, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Shawn Day and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee Forum, Jon Pauna of KLJ Engineering, Keith Bunkowski, Chris Thorson of Ulteig Engineering, Doug Ackling, Tom (Digger) Anderson, Bev Flateland, Tyanne Jacobson and Kent Schrupp. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Goodman, and seconded by Pinke to accept agenda with the following additions: 125 W Mill, re-shingle, Bennett Drive Lot 1, Block 1, new house, liquor store report, Shawn Day and fire escrow account.

Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve the minutes of the August 5, 2013 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to approve the following construction permits: 361 Pelican Ave, shingles, 920 E Scharf Ave, garage, 880 E Scharf Ave, retaining wall, 125 W Mill, re-shingle, and Bennett Drive Lot 1, Block 1, new house.  Motion passed unanimously.

Bev Flateland requested permission to continue to hold Zumba classes on Tuesday and Thursday evenings for one hour starting at 5:15 pm for the winter. Motion by Day, seconded by Zitzow to allow Bev Flateland use of the Event Center free of charge for Zumba classes on Tuesday and Thursday for one hour only if the Event Center is not being used for a paying event. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Day to approve Turn In Poachers Otter Tail Chapter Application to conduct off-site gambling permit and Lion’s Bar License for Firemen’s Fundraiser on October 19, 2013.  Voting Yes: Goodman, Pinke and Day. Abstain: Zitzow.  Motion passed.
Motion by Day, seconded by Zitzow to approve parade permit for November 23, 2012. Motion passed unanimously.
Chris Thorson of Ulteig reviewed Keilley Shores road project stating the road looks great.  The only area not satisfactory is the tarred area of the cul-de-sac.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to accept the road if the tarred area in the cul-de-sac is corrected by December 1, 2013.  Motion passed unanimously.
Peloquin reviewed the resolution regarding administrative penalties.  Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to approve resolution 2013-008 (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) regarding Administrative Fines.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to accept contract with KLJ Engineering for City of Vergas Engineering with modification changes Peloquin made.  Motion passed unanimously.
Scheduled a Community Planning Session on Sunday, October 20 from 5 p.m. to 9 p.m. and Monday, October 21 from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m.
Goodman reviewed planning commission report.   Goodman reviewed orderly annexation. 
The Bennett property was discussed and the area will be discussed for approval after City receives an official surveyed map not a drawing.  
Lammers reviewed Event Center report and provided Council with brochure designed by Melissa Bunkowski. Zitzow recommended putting a map of area Cities on the front of the brochure.  

Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to allow DuFrane to go to 5th annual Minnesota Rural Water Association Operator Equipment Expo.  Motion passed unanimously.

DuFrane provided Council with the 2014 sidewalk report.  

DuFrane explained he has spoken with the street committee regarding brush on Lake Street and Townline Road.  Motions by Zitzow, seconded by Day approve spending $1,000 for brush clearing of West Lake Street and Town Line Road. Motion passed unanimously.  

DuFrane reviewed information from the street committee regarding tarring of seven different areas needing repairs.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Day to have up to $3,000.00 of patching completed.  Motion passed unanimously. 

The Water and Sewer committee has been discussing the replacement of the filtration system to water plant.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Goodman to replace filtration system after January 1, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to approve contract with Tonkawater.   Motion passed unanimously.

Pinke reviewed liquor store report.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Day to move $15,000 from Liquor Store fund to General fund.  Motion passed unanimously.
The regional Mayors will be meeting in Vergas on October 1, 2013.  Haarstick informed Council that DuFrane and himself attended a MN Warn training today.  
LMC insurance binder is being reviewed by Lammers and Vergas Insurance agency. Council requested Lammers ask other communities what value they insure their water towers for.
Lammers provided information memo on dangerous properties.  Council requested Lammers bring resolution to next meeting.
Reviewed the 2014 budget. Motion by Day, seconded by Zitzow to schedule a special meeting for Wednesday, September 11, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. to discuss the budget.  Motion passed unanimously.
Pinke asked Lammers to call the State and request erosion control for Town Line Road during the detour.

Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Day to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $52,655.74. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Day to approve bills presented to Council for a total of $32,782.25.  Motion passed unanimously.
Shawn day asked to have his name removed from agenda.

The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
