
ORDINANCE NO. 2013-103
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING § 151.46 and § 151.47 of THE BASIC CODE
OF THE CITY OF VERGAS, MINNESOTA
The Council of the City of Vergas hereby ordains as follows:

§ 151.46 Subsection (D) is hereby amended as follows:
No fence, except a chain link-type fence with a minimum opening of 1 5/8” to a maximum opening of 2”, wall or other obstruction to vision above a height of 30 inches from the established street grades shall be permitted within the triangular area formed at the intersection of any street right-of-way lines or, if no right of way, the surface edge of a public road by a straight line drawn between the right-of-way lines or surface edges at a distance along each line or surface edge of 25 feet from their point of intersection, nor within 20 feet of the surface edge or right of way line of the radius of a turn of a public road.
§ 151.47 Subsection (C) is hereby amended as follows: 


Side and rear yard requirements.  No fence or wall located in a side or a rear yard shall be of height exceeding six feet, measured from its top edge to the ground at any point.
§ 151.47 Subsection (D) is hereby amended as follows: 
Front yards.  No fence or wall located in a front yard shall be of a height exceeding four feet.
§ 151.47 Subsection (F) is hereby amended as follows: 
Setbacks.  No fence, wall, hedge or other screening device may be located less than six inches from a property line unless a copy of a recorded boundary agreement agreeing to the location and facing of the fence, wall, or hedge is filed with the City Clerk. No fence, wall, hedge or other screening device shall be permitted to encroach on any public right-of-way, nor be located nearer than 10 feet from the surface edge of a public road.
