Absent: Council Member Scott Goodman and Mayor Dean Haarstick.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers and David Hull. 
Paul Pinke called public hearing to order at 6:15 p.m.

Pinke reviewed properties being annexed.

After hearing no comments Pinke closed the Public Hearing at 6:25 p.m.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Tuesday, 10-01-12, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Kevin Zitzow and Shawn Day. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Michael DuFrane, Liquor Store Manager  Carol Sharp, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee-Vergas Forum, Chuck Cheney, Dana Laine and  Ross Smith.  
Acting Mayor Paul Pinke called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Day, and seconded by Pinke to accept agenda with the following addition; Annexation Ordinances 83 and 84, City Shop Lights, Parade Permit, Lions 1 day permit liquor license and Frazee-Vergas School Referendum.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Day to approve the minutes for September 4 and 14th, 2012 meetings.   Motion passed unanimously.
Mayor Dean Haarstick joined the meeting after the above actions were completed.

Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to approve the following building permits: 520 S Pelican Ave for a shop building, 111 Main Street renovation project, 371 S Pelican Ave for shingling and Keilley shores house with the exception of riprap.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to accept a Resolution of Gravel Tax (A

Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) Motion passed unanimously.

Discussed Event Center fundraiser put on by the Lions.

Goodman reviewed Planning Commission meeting. 
Discussed the alley behind Eagle’s Best and Skal. Peloquin provided Council with an alley maintenance agreement (A Copy of agreement is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office).  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Day to approve alley maintenance agreement.  Motion passed unanimously.
Discussed Scarf Ave Right of Way easement.  One property owner has not given us an easement.  Requested Peloquin and Ulteig to give City of Vergas a proposal of how to deal with property.  Peliquin reviewed option of either beginning emanate domain or wait and take the chance of raising land costs.  Discussed asking appraisers of what they felt land use would be.  
Haarstick introduced Chuck Chaney who discussed the Frazee-Vergas school referendum.  
Mayor informed Council he would be in Dent Tuesday for the Mayors meeting. 
Questioned having electrical drops for Christmas lighting.

Public Utility Superintendent Mike DuFrane reviewed his department.  Keilley Shores have begun their roadwork.  Estimate provided to Council by Zitzow Electric for a LED lights at the City Shop for $823.26.  Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to have Zitzow Electric put 2 LED lights on the City Shop.  Voting yes:  Goodman, Pinke, and Day.  Voting No: none.   Abstain: Zitzow.  Motion carried.

Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day for resolution to accept donations (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.)  from Jerry Johnson and Larry and Elaine Shrupp.  Motion passed unanimously.
Goodman reviewed information regarding job evaluation of Liquor Store Manager Carol Sharp.  Liquor Store hours will change to open at 10 a.m.  instead of 9 a.m. until April 1, 2013.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to raise Sharp to step 8 effective July 1, 2012.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Day to approve ordinance 83 and 84 (A complete text of the ordinances is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.).  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve parade permit for November 17, 2012. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, second by Zitzow to permit 1 day liquor license to Vergas Lions for November 17.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve Liquor Store bills for $21,722.69.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to approve City Bills for $40,266.90.  Motion passed unanimously.
