REGULAR MEETING

Monday, November 10, 2014 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, November 10, 2014 in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Paul Pinke and Keith Bunkowske. Absent: Scott Goodman and Kevin Zitzow.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Liquor Store Manager Tasha Osman, Tyanne Jacobson, Dan Schultz, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A. and Duane Strand.
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Bunkowske to accept agenda with the following additions: XaBeat classes. Motion passed unanimously.
Clerk-Treasurer Julie Lammers presented the results of the General Election of November 04, 2014. Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to introduce the following resolution: Resolution 2014-30 certifying election results (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) Voting Yes:  Mayor Haarstick, Council Members Bunkowske and Pinke.  Voting  no: none. Motion passed unanimously and resolution declared duly adopted. 
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve the minutes of October 13, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve City bills totaling $93,171.93 and Liquor Store bills totaling $57,760.47 and the additional trail bill. Motion passed unanimously. Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to use the 10% gambling account to pay for the additional expenses for the trail.  Motion passed unanimously.
Liquor Store Manager Tasha Osman informed council she planned on doing inventory on November 30, 2014 and may need to hire additional staff.  Motion by Bunkowske, seconded by Pinke to hire extra people to come in and take inventory on November 30, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve construction permits: 1000 E Scharf Ave for tar driveway, 260 S 1st Ave for new roof, 131 E Linden St for windows, steps and flat roof and 401 S Pelican Ave for two windows and entry door.   Motion passed unanimously.

Discussed the sale of portion of a parcel owned by Donald Bennett to a parcel owned by J & K Marine.  Motion by Pinke, seconded Bunkowske to allow the transfer of part of the Plat of Sub Lot A, Government Lot 1, Section 24, Township 137, Range 41, Otter Tail County, Minnesota lying: west of the East line of said Section 24; south of the centerline of County State Aid Highway. 4; and northeasterly of the northeasterly right-of-way line of Trunk Highway No. 228.  Motion passed unanimously.
Council discussed Candor Township annexation. Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to drop the discussion of annexation of Candor Township parcels.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mia Jewel would like to give XaBeat classes at the Vergas Event Center on Wednesday and Friday evenings.  She has requested to pay 20% of what she makes on the class to cover the rental expense instead of the $35.00 an hour due to not knowing how many people will be participating.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to allpw XaBeat classes to be held at the event center for the payment of 20% for six months when the Event Center is not being used for a full paying event.  Motion passed unanimously.
Discussed Lake Country Service Co-op membership asked Lammers to have representative come to December meeting.
Lammers reviewed Event Center Advisory meeting.  Motion by Pinke, seconded Bunkowske to purchase and have Hanson’s install programmable thermostat for $250.00 Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve resolution 2014-29 (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) regarding purchasing sand from Otter Tail County.  Voting Yes:  Mayor Haarstick, Council Members Bunkowske and Pinke.  Voting No: none. Motion passed unanimously and resolution declared duly adopted. Motion passed unanimously.

Reviewed Capital Improvement Plan requested the Planning Commission to review and update Council on the progress.
Discussed sidewalk and/or trail along Pelican Ave and requested the Planning Commission to review and give Council a recommendation regarding how to proceed.  
Mayor Haarstick reviewed LMC loss control workshop and Mayors meeting.   
Discussed Goodman’s 12 years of service and having cake, coffee and plaque for Scott Goodman.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to purchase plaque for Goodman.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske for cake or cupcakes and coffee for Goodman.  Motion passed unanimously.

Discussed Business Retention and Expansion meeting at West Central Initiative.  Zitzow is not able to attend; Bunkowske will check his schedule and see if he can replace him.
