REGULAR MEETING

Monday, November 4, 2013 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, November 4, 2013, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: Shawn Day.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee Forum and Tom (Digger) Anderson. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Goodman to accept agenda with the following additions: Construction permits: 121 Linden St, 330 Pelican Ave S; Office Shelf, Attic Shop, Yard Waste Construction Fee and Community Education.
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve the minutes of the October 7, 2013 meetings.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to approve the following construction permits: 224 W Main St-shingle, 330 Pelican Ave S-windows and 121 W Linden-parking lot, stairs and windows.  Motion passed unanimously.

Haarstick and Lammers attended the League of MN Cities Loss Control Workshop were they learned about abstaining from conversation if there is a conflict of interest and working with other communities. 

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to pass resolution 2013-12 (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office) accepting donations from Zumba and the Lion’s Club. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to allow gambling permit for November 23, 2013 to the Vergas Community Club.   Motion passed unanimously.

Lisa Kadahl, Vergas Community Club, presented information regarding promoting Vergas through a combined web site with the City of Vergas.  Goodman requested information regarding what they would like to see on the web site and to discuss with Lammers what could and could not be done.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Goodman to update the web site to be responsive with split cost of web site and use with the community club.   Motion passed unanimously. 
Goodman reviewed planning commission report.  Motion by Zitzow seconded by Goodman to apply resolution 2012-0013 (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office) regarding trail grant.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion by Goodman, seconded Pinke to have County bid for seal coating and traffic marking. Motion passed unanimously.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded Pinke for resolution for salt/sand materials from Otter Tail County.  Motion passed unanimously.  Haarstick commented on culvert requirements.  Council discussed requirements and if there is a need for change.  If you need a change then owner will need to apply for a variance. 
Lammers reviewed event center advisory board meeting.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to purchase shelves for the City Office by Kading for $250.00.  Motion passed unanimously.
Reviewed Attic Shoppe lease and the request from the owner to not pay the property taxes on the building.  Discussed that we have a signed lease and no change was made.
Discussed allowing Contractors to purchase permits at a larger fee at the Yard Waste Area.  Discussed putting up a camera or a way to monitor the area.  We will discuss this again next month.  

DuFrane explained the asphalt will not be put on the streets in until spring.  DuFrane informed Council the water tower is in winter mode.  

Mayor discussed the strategic planning session held this past month by KLJ Engineering which was done very professionally.  The regional Mayors meeting will be at Vining tomorrow. 
Frazee-Vergas Community Education program talked with Paul Pinke regarding ideas for renting Vergas Event Center.  Dave Tropp talked with Paul regarding costs of Event Center.  
Pinke reviewed the letter received from Liquor Store Manager Carol Sharp announcing her retirement at the end of November.  Motion by Zitzow,  seconded by Pinke to accept Carol Sharp’s letter of resignation.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to have special Council meeting for Wednesday, November 13, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. regarding personnel.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve bills presented to Council for a total of $20,418.09.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $21,247.35. Motion passed unanimously.
Mayor thanked Carol Sharp and stated she has done a great job.  

The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
