REGULAR MEETING

Monday, February 9, 2015 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, February 9, 2015 in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Duane Stand, Kevin Zitzow, Paul Pinke and Keith Bunkowske. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Liquor Store Manager Tasha Osman, Street Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin Law Firm, Theresa Harthun and Tyanne Jacobson. 

Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Bunkowske, seconded by Strand to accept agenda with following addition: Sunny Darville.   Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Bunkowske, seconded by Zitzow to approve the January 12, 2015 minutes meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Bunkowske to approve construction permits: 215 Frazee Ave to remodel a 20x30 area. Motion passed unanimously.
Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane reviewed the amount of water that is treated in Vergas. 
DuFrane requested payment for EMT calls.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Strand to pay DuFrane for EMT calls during working hours.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to approve City bills totaling $18,184.21 plus current bills. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Strand to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $25,157.58.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Bunkowske, seconded by Pinke to raise water rates twenty-five cents per thousand gallons immediately and to raise the sewer rate by twenty-five cents per thousand gallons on January 1, 2016 and to carry forward raising the rates of water and sewer by twenty-five cents per thousand every year alternating between water and sewer.  Voting yes: Strand, Pinke and Bunkowske.  Voting no: Zitzow.  Motion carried.
Discussed adopting water and sewer budgets and will discuss again next month.  

Bunkowske reviewed Event Center advisory minutes.

Strand reviewed Planning Commission minutes.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to adopt resolution 2015-037 (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) for residential and commercial building projects damaging city streets, sidewalks, and right-of-way areas.  Motion passed unanimously.
Bunkowske reviewed the CDH-Vergas fire department audit and all three treasurers (City of Vergas, Dora Township and Hobart Township) signed the approval of the books.  Bunkowske reviewed the annual meeting minutes of the CDH-Vergas board.

The City of Vergas 2015 board of review will be held on April 8, 2015 at 1:00 p.m. to 1:30 p.m. at the Vergas City Council Chambers. 
Lammers informed Council that Otter Tail County has requested a letter of support for Pelican Rapids to Perham Trail.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve the resolution 2015-038 (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.).  Motion passed unanimously.

Peloquin reviewed the deed exchange of parts of lots 17 and 18.  Motion by Bunkowske, seconded by Pinke to accept resolution 2015-036 (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) to determine boundary line and sign the waiver. Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor thanked Tyanne for the coffee she made for the meeting.  He attended the Mayors’ meeting in Pelican Rapids.  This is a bonding year. If a city has a bill now is the time to send it in. 
Personnel committee did the personnel reviews of Mike DuFrane and Tasha Osman. Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Strand to recommend DuFrane move from step 9 to step 10 retroactive to Jan.1, 2015.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Strand to move Osman from step 1 to step 2 retroactive to January 1, 2015.  Motion passed unanimously.

Peloquin reviewed the financial disclosure form and options of what the City can do moving forward with the Sunny Darville case.  The deposition of Darville, put a levy on her wages or bank account or tax returns.  Peloquin has a flat fee of $320 to levy on wages or garnishment.  Financial execution levy is $200.00.  Tax return is $200.00.  We need to renew the judgment by June to continue.    Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to renew the judgment on Sunny Darville. Motion passed unanimously.
The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting was adjourned at 7:25 p.m.
