REGULAR MEETING

Monday, February 10, 2014 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, February 10, 2014, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Keith Bunkowske and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Liquor Store Manager Tasha Osman, Tracey Buhl, Rodger Palmer, Frank Vana, and Tyanne Jacobson. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Bunkowske to accept agenda with the following additions: workshops and street lighting.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve the minutes of the January 6, 2014 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to allow gambling permit for the Vergas Lions for July 1, 2014.   Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to allow use of event center at no charge for the Vergas Lions Health Fair Event on April 5, 2014.   Motion passed unanimously.
Discussed using the Event Center for Tax services for Patty Herhiem.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to allow Patty Herhiem to use the center for tax preparation during open walking hours. Motion passed unanimously.

Discussed having a pop machine in the event center.  

CDH-Fire board met with the audit committee and everything looked good.  Had annual meeting and with Fire Chief Jeff Zitzow and discussed fees and recruits.  Better communication between firemen today than there has been in the past with the new radio system.  Budget went up 2 percent from last year.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Bunkowske to have Pinke attend 2014 Board of Appeal and Equalization Course in Bemidji. Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to purchase 2014 F150 regular cab pickup with ½ of payment from streets department and ½ divided equally between parks, water and sewer departments for $21,967.00.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to increase Mike DuFrane wages from Step 9 to step 10 retroactive to Jan. 2, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.

Discussed option of increases after 10 step scale is complete.

Mike explained we have an issue with a pump.  Tonkawater will be here tentatively the 1st week of April.  

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to allow employees and Council members to go to Loss Control workshop.  Motion passed unanimously.

Invited all of Council to the Legislative Reception in St Paul on March 12, 2014.  Haarstick explained the Mayors take a bus to the White House to talk with representatives and he would rather attend then.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to try again for a gravel use tax.  Motion passed unanimously.

Pinke explained that Dean Engebretson, representative of Otter Tail Power has done an inventory on the street lights in town.  Pinke reviewed the costs of the lights in the City.

Haarstick reviewed the Ashby Mayors meeting.  

Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve bills presented to Council for a total of $81,910.87.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow approve Liquor Store bills totaling $31,856.42. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to transfer $24,000.00 from general fund to money market fund as presented in packet information.  Motion passed unanimously.
The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
