REGULAR MEETING

Monday, May 6, 2013 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, 5-06-13, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: Shawn Day.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Liquor Store Manager Carol Sharp, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee Forum, Chris Thorson of Ulteig Engineering, Joel Paulsen of KLJ Engineering, Steve Uslager of Moore Engineering, Tim Schacher and Cindy of Wi-Fly Wireless, Lisa Kadahl, Marlette Otto-Anderson, Tyanne Jacobson and Ross Smith. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Goodman to accept agenda with the following additions 311 E Scharf Ave construction permit and Lawful gambling permit for T.I.P.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow  to approve the minutes of the April 1, April 8, April 10 and April 22, 2013 meetings.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to approve construction permit for 860 E Scharf Ave, 131 1st Ave N, 610 Scharf Ave, 420 S Pelican Avenue and 311 E Scharf Ave.  Motion passed unanimously.
Lammers provided updated emergency plan to the City Council.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Goodman accepting Resolution 2013-5 Accepting Donations Received (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) from Inez Zitzow memorial for the Event Center and Swimming Lessons.  Motion passed unanimously.

Colleen Hoffman of Hoffman, Dale, Swenson auditing firm reported to the Council the 2012 Audit.  Hoffman requested Council look at changing the amount of personal time off for employees to be given and taken in whole numbers.  The state has updated its requirements to GASB65.  The water, sewer and liquor store accounts are all looking good and stated Carol Sharp and Julie Lammers were both doing a good job with the records.

Zitzow reviewed engineering firms. Ulteig, KLJ and Moore presented their ideas.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded Pinke to hire KLJ Engineering as the City of Vergas Engineering Firm.  Motion passed unanimously.  Council thanked all the Engineering firms stating this was a very difficult decision.  An extra thank you was expressed to Ulteig for their work in the past.

Peloquin reviewed terms and conditions of the Wi-Fly contract.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to allow water sewer committee to enter into an agreement after Peloquin reviews final draft.  Motion passed unanimously.

Lisa Kadahl representing the Vergas Community Club requested permission from the City Council to put two speakers on the Municipal buildings and a sound system to be housed in the City office.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to accept sound system and speakers after insulation. Motion passed unanimously.  Discussed what would be played on the speakers and asked Lammers and Sharp to work on policy with community club so they would not need to come to council to ask permission every time they needed to use.

Marlette Otto-Anderson chair of the Looney Daze committee requested permission for parade permit and liquor license for Looney Daze.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to allow street closing per map and allow liquor license for August 9-11, 2013.  Motion passed unanimously.

Lisa Kadahl invited Council members to the Open barn on June 10, 2013 for an event promoting businesses in the area.  Zitzow asked Sharp if the Liquor Store would be represented and Sharp stated they would be there.

Municipal Liquor Store building rental office was discussed.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to put off discussion until September.  Voting yes: Goodman, Pinke and Day.  Voting No:  Zitzow.  Motion passed.

Pinke reviewed Liquor Store sales and marketing.  Haarstick thanked Carol for the good job she is doing.  

Sharp requested permission to attend seminar on May 18 at Arrowwood in Alexandria.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to allow Sharp to attend training.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Goodman reviewed planning commission report.   Motion by Goodman, seconded by Zitzow to accept petition for annexation from Steve Zweber.  Motion passed unanimously.


Motion by Goodman, seconded by Zitzow to increase the conditional use permit charge to $300.00.  Motion passed unanimously.

DuFrane provide information on 3 phases for jetting, cleaning and televising sewer lines.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to begin phase 1 this year.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Goodman to approve sanitary collection system maintenance and emergency response policy.  Motion passed unanimously.

DuFrane provided information on new lawn mowers and gave benefits of each.  Council requested more information and asked DuFrane to look into the option of leasing a lawn mower.  We will have a special meeting when DuFrane can provide information.

DuFrane requested permission to hire Tom Anderson as the parks seasonal position.  Lammers requested hiring Alex Day for swimming lesson helper.  Council stated Alex Day is not 16.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to hire Tom Anderson for summer parks position. Motion passed unanimously.  

DuFrane questioned council regarding selling the two old docs that have been being stored behind the shop.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to sell the docks by sealed bid on Monday, June 3 at 6:30 p.m.  Motion passed unanimously.

Lammers reviewed meeting with Ottertail County regarding Hwy 228. 

Haarstick discussed day of Caring and the need for racks, asked Lammers to write a thank you note to Richard McCrady for the use of his land this winter, thanked Kevin Zitzow and Richard McCrady for putting on airplane crash training for area firemen and thanked Mike DuFrane for getting the City involved with MNWarn during his Mayors Minutes.


Council Member Paul Pinke owner of Vergas Hardware has disclosed that he has applied for a grant through the Small Cities Development Program and that he will comply with all other requirements of the policy and procedures concerning the selection of applicants for fund monies.  Pinke has participated in the grant decision making process.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Goodman to recognize this disclosure as part of the official meeting minutes and will abstain from voting on the matter.  Voting yes: Day, Goodman and Zitzow.  Voting no: none.  Pinke abstained.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to move $7,000 from the general fund to the special revenue fund.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve Liquor Store bills totaling 47,678.45. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve bills presented at Council meetings for a total of $32,604.34.  Motion passed unanimously.
The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
