REGULAR MEETING

Monday, June 9, 2014 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, June 9, 2014, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Keith Bunkowske and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Richard Getzschman, Doug Schultz and Tyanne Jacobson. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Bunkowske to accept agenda with the following additions: summer employee and baseball diamond.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve the minutes of the May 12, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve construction permits: 305 Parkway View, extend driveway 10x20; 500 S Pelican Ave, playground/swing set; 321 S Pelican Ave, roof; and 440 S Pelican Ave, addition to detach garage. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to approve City bills totaling $82,822.80.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Keith Bunkowske approve Liquor Store bills totaling $33,288.05.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to transfer $5,000 from the Liquor Store to the General fund each month from June to October.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to hire Howards Driveway to replace driveway by Liquor Store.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to pay replacing driveway and Goodman’s parking lot with City paying for driveway thru street fund, Liquor Store paying for 30% of bid on Goodman’s property and Goodman paying for 70% of their parking lot.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to get bids for trail from Scharf to Railway.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to have survey done by KLJ from end of trail to Tin Can Alley.  Motion passed unanimously.

Doug Schultz asked Council if he could use the baseball field on Sunday night from 4 p.m. to 7 p.m. for Frisbee fun nights.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to allow Schultz to use baseball field for Frisbee games.  Motion passed unanimously.

Bunkowske explained to DuFrane that the gates by the ball diamond need to be closed.  The sprinkler system is not working properly and asked DuFrane to check on them.  The scoreboard is also not working and DuFrane will meet Bunkowske at field to review.  There will be no little league in Vergas this year.

DuFrane reviewed the quotes for replacing the sidewalk at the Event Center.  Zitzow questioned where the money would come from.  Council asked Event Center Advisory Board to review.

DuFrane stated he had no report.

Mayor Haarstick reviewed the past Mayors meeting in Battle Lake.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to pay dues to the MN Association of Small Cities.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowski to survey and get estimates of easement costs on West Lake Street.  Motion passed unanimously.
Goodman joined meeting.

Reviewed Bennett property plat and asked Peloquin to review and respond at planning commission meeting.
Goodman reviewed information he learned from Candor Township meeting and will bring information to the next planning commission meeting and report to Council next month.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to adopt new pay scale for City employees.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke for a resolution appointing primary & general election judges for the Elections of August 12, 2014 and November 4, 2014 (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.).  Motion passed unanimously.
Lammers explained a grant the cities of Wolf Lake, Frazee and Vergas have received to attend Blandin Foundation.  Encouraged Council to apply to go to Leadership Training.

Motion by Zitzow and seconded by Pinke to allow Lammers to attend Blandin Foundation Training as a paid employee.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Bunkowske to hire Dan Valley as a temporary summer employee.  Voting yes:  Goodman, Pinke and Bunkowske.  Voting No: Zitzow.  Motion carried.
