REGULAR MEETING

Monday, June 3, 2013 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, 6-03-13, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke and Shawn Day. Absent: Kevin Zitzow.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Liquor Store Manager Carol Sharp, and Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee Forum, Jon Pauna of KLJ Engineering, Tyanne Jacobson, Brooke Lammers, Dan Buide, and Ross Smith. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 
Haarstick opened dock bids.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day for accepting the bid for $395.00 from Roger Anderson.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion by Pinke and seconded by Day to accept agenda with the following additions construction permit 306 E Frazee Ave, Lions Club Temp. On Sale permit, Peddlers and Solitaires permit, personal swimming lesson and snow plow employee.   Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to approve the minutes of the May 6 and May 14, 2013 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Day to approve the following construction permits: 410 E Scharf Ave., 219 E Frazee Ave and 306 E Frazee Ave, personnel; swimming lessons and snow plow employee.  Motion passed unanimously.

Goodman explained lot 1020 E Scharf is purchasing an adjoining lot and would like to move the home he had approved on a construction permit be built on both lots.  Peloquin asked Dan to have an attorney draw up a document joining the two lots so they are unable to be split.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to allow Buide to join lots and build when appropriate language is drawn up to adjoin lots and Peloquin approves.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke accepting Resolution 2013-5 Accepting Donations Received (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) from Zumba at the Event Center.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to approve Lions Bingo raffle on August 10 during Looney Daze.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve temporary on sale license for the Lions club.  Motion passed unanimously.

Brooke Lammers, Girl Scout from Troop 30947 Pelican Rapids presented a Girl Scout Gold award project of building ten picnic tables for the City of Vergas.  The Community Club has agreed to pay for the tables and she requested the City be her fiscal agent, allow her use of the City shop to make the tables and to accept the tables as a finished project when completed.  Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to allow the City to be the fiscal agent, allow Brooke and girl scouts to use the City shop for project and accept the ten tables.  Motion passed unanimously.
Goodman reviewed planning commission report.  
Goodman reviewed the petitioned for annexation the City received from Steve Zweber.  Motion by Goodman seconded by Day to set a public hearing for July 16, 2013 at 6:30 p.m.  Motion passed unanimously.
Goodman explained the planning commissioners have recommended going forward with the orderly annexation plan and Lammers and himself will be attending the Hobart and Candor Township meetings to explain the plan to the townships.
The City will be sand sealing Unit Ave and Hill St through the Otter Tail County project for a cost of $9,923.00.

Goodman explained that the City of Vergas has an opportunity to apply for a CIP Grant Program through West Central Initiative for up to $7,500.  Jon reviewed plan and what the City would need to do.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to accept Resolution 2013-6 (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) .  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman for the City of Vergas to dedicate $3,750 matching amount for the CIP.  Motion passed unanimously.
Planning Commission has discussed having a Housing Redevelopment Authority in the City of Vergas.  Peloquin reviewed what the Perham Housing Redevelopment authority does.  Day asked to have the planning commission review this again.
The planning commission toured the City of Vergas and found 3 nuisance properties, since the tour Lammers has received one complaint.  Council asked Lammers to send nuisance letters to all properties.
Day explained that with our noise ordinance he would like to see signs up as people enter town stating to Jake Brake/Exhaust in the City limits.  Peloquin will review if we need to change or add an ordinance to put signs up.  Lammers will call the County and State for permission to put up signs on all roads entering the City.
Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to approve form for peddlers and solicitors.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to purchase sander for $2,319.00 Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to purchase new brush hog for $2,000.00 Motion passed unanimously.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to repair and sell old brush hog on the state bid.  Motion passed unanimously.
The Water tower maintenance plan states the water tower should be inspected every 5 years it has been 6 years.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to have water tower inspected.  Motion passed unanimously.
Haarstick invited Council to Camp Cherith open house on Friday 14, 2013.  Haarstick informed Council he would be attending the Mayors meeting in Pelican Rapids Tuesday morning.
Local Board of Appeal and Equalization Training was discussed Day is certified until July 1, 2016 and we would like to have another council member certified.  Pinke volunteered to take the training. 
MN Assoc. of Small Cities membership was discussed.   
Liquor Store Project pay request no. 5 for $13,662.77 for the final payment on the municipal building.  Reviewed building and the boards are adjusting and the paint is peeling on the one side of the building.  Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to make payment of $10,000 with final payment made after gaps and peeling paint has been addressed.  Motion passed unanimously.

Haarstick left meeting and Pinke conducted the rest of the meeting.

Day explained the personnel committee has reviewed Clerk-Treasurer.  Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to move Lammers from step 6 to step 7 retroactive to May 1, 2013.  Motion passed unanimously  Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to allow Lammers to work up to 40 hours a week but to not extend office hours.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to approve Security Guard/Code Enforcer job description and to advertise position for someone to be hired at the July Council meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to set wage at $15.00 an hour.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to approve the Employee Right to Know Policy.  Motion passed unanimously.

Lammers provided letter from Nancy Jacobson current swimming lesson instructor requesting we hire a non-lifeguard as her assistant.  Lammers explained she has called Red Cross and League of MN Cities and they strongly encourage the City to have a lifeguard assist Jacobson with lessons but there is no law saying they must be a certified life guard.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to hire Stephanie Pfeiffer and provide information informing all parents she is not life guard or instructor training.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to move Haarstick from step 1 to step 10 on the snow plow operator pay scale.  Motion passed unanimously.

 Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to move $8,110.96 from the money market account to the general fund to pay for the lawn mower. Motion passed unanimously. 

Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $46,547.29. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve bills presented at Council meetings for a total of $32, 017.69.  Motion passed unanimously.
The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting was adjourned at  8:15 p.m.
