REGULAR MEETING

Monday, August 5, 2013 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, August 5, 2013, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: Shawn Day.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee Forum, Jon Pauna of KLJ Engineering, Keith and Shelley Bunkowski, Chris Thorson of Ulteig Engineering, Tyanne Jacobson and Ross Smith. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Pinke, and seconded by Goodman to accept agenda with the following additions: Grade and Fill Permit.   Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve the minutes of the July 1, 2013 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to approve the following construction permits: 440 S Pelican Ave for re-roof; 100 Park View Drive for deck; 820 E Scharf Ave for pergola; 110 Railway Ave to replace rafters and roof; 500 S Pelican Ave for fence; 1000 E Scharf Ave for retaining wall and paver patio area; 104A Altona Ave for shed; and 160 S 1st Ave for windows, doors, siding and roof.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Goodman to approve grade and fill permit for 290 Bennett Road.  Motion passed unanimously.

Chris Thorson of Ulteig reviewed Keilley Shores Project regarding road, water and sewer on Keilley Shores.  Discussed having Bunkowski changing the clean out caps to be standard for City of Vergas.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to accept the water and sewer portion of Keilley Shores.  Motion passed unanimously.  Discussed tar being broke up in cal-d-sac and needs to be repaired.  City needs to look into problems and set rules and regulations.  DuFrane and Chris Thorson will work on the road project and how to correct it.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to have Peloquin and Thorson look into issue and contact Sonnenberg Construction if issue is being caused by them.  Motion passed unanimously.
Lammers updated Council regarding 110 Railway Ave.  The state has ordered signs and will be putting them up for no parking between signs.  Council members suggested to leave the state take care of the signs.   
Peloquin presented Administrative fine ordinance 2013-104.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve ordinance 2013-104 creating administrative offenses and penalties codified as chapter 33 of the Vergas code of ordinances (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.)  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to pass resolution regarding penalties.  Motion failed unanimously. Discussed resolution that will be written by Peloquin and presented at the next council meeting.

Pauna reviewed KLJ Engineering contract.  Peloquin will propose language change in contract and we will continue at the next meeting.
Reviewed Capital Improvement Plan grant and contract.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to proceed with Task Order 2 Capital Improvement plan for $7,500 with West Central Initiative Grant paying for half of the cost.  Motion passed unanimously.
Reviewed areas in the City needing paving.  We have been discussing paving at the planning commission meetings and did not think we needed to do paving this year.  DuFrane explained that we do have areas that will need to be fixed this fall before snowplowing.  DuFrane suggested the street committee review the paving and costs.  
Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve Lammers to sign LMC Liability Coverage Waiver form.  Motion passed unanimously.

Goodman reviewed planning commission report.   
Lammers reviewed Event Center report.  Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Pinke to have Enchanting Events make brochures for $125.00.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Mayor discussed Mayors meeting will be Wednesday this week instead of Tuesday.  Commented on the beautiful flowers in front of the creamery. Many people are having their pictures taken there.
Lammers informed Council the City has received a grant from West Central Initiative for two bike racks, one to be placed by the Loon’s nest and one on the Vergas 66 property.  

Reviewed the 2014 budget.

Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Goodman to move the September meeting from September 2, Labor Day to Wednesday September 4, 2013.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $61,065.60. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve bills presented at Council meetings for a total of $40,109.84.  Motion passed unanimously.
The business for which the meeting was called having been completed, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
